This summer the Model will host a retrospective exhibition of one
of this country’s best loved artists - Sean McSweeney. Though he
was born in Dublin, Sligo has been McSweeney’s adopted home
for many years, and he draws great inspiration from the beauty of
its landscape. Indeed he has acknowledged the “inexhaustible
fund of inspiration” available to him in the boglands and shorelines
of Sligo. His work reveals a fascination with the changing nature
of the light on the mountains, the sea and the boglands, and he
seems most at home in the miniature world of brackish pools, the
shoreline, wild flowers and the reflection of the light upon the sea.
This retrospective exhibition will feature work from every period of
Sean’s career and will be a wonderful opportunity to experience
many of his early works which have not been seen in public
previously. The exhibition will be accompanied by a fully illustrated
catalogue with essays by Brian Fallon and Declan Long

This major solo exhibition by Gerard Byrne will
allow visitors to experience the work one of
Ireland’s leading contemporary artists. Byrne's
art practice utilises video and photography to
question the ways in which images are
constructed, transmitted and mediated. His
work examines the modes and conventions of
image-making and analyses the mechanics of
representation itself. Influenced by literature
and theatre, Byrne's work consistently
references a range of sources, from popular
magazines of the recent past to iconic
modernist playwrights and philosophers like

Murcof with Chequerboard

Hailing from Tijuana, Mexico, Fernando Corona's musical background runs the gamut from acoustic
rock to experimental multimedia. As Murcof, he creates some of the most captivating music being
made today, in any genre. A phase of composing for dance ensembles led him to develop a taste for
20th century classical music, particularly the emotional music of eastern european composers like
Henryk Gorecki and Arvo Part. This resulted in his seminal 2002 release Martes which was followed
up in 2005 with the extraordinary Remembranza; a sublime album of great texture and depth.

Scully to Killinascully Joe is a multi talented and fearless performer who has taken
to the stage and screen under a myriad of guises over the years. He is probably at
his hilarious best when standing on a stage with a mic and a three to five string
guitar.

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If you've visited the Model, or our website, in the last few months you'll have noticed details of our
upcoming redevelopment project. The Model, in partnership with Sligo County Council, are about to
enter an exciting new phase of growth for the centre that will include the expansion of the Model to
meet and integrate with Sligo’s spectacular new Cultural Quarter.

The Cultural Quarter for Sligo will include the future Model, a new high spec Sligo Museum and a
public pedestrian plaza linking the two buildings.

The Model has successfully met the increased local appetite for high level cultural programmes and
has reached the point at which the building needs to develop in order to meet its future needs and
the needs of its growing audiences. We've developed dramatically over the last six years with our
visitor figures having almost doubled since opening in 2001, from 36,000 to over 65,000 Irish and
International visitors each year.

This exctiing redevelopment will allow us to meet our future ambitions, while fully catering to our
growing audience. In addition to much needed storage space for the collection, the key
improvements it will allow us to make to the Model include:

that will create a single coherent gallery circuit on the
first floor linking the existing Niland and Contemporary Galleries

with a high technical specification to resolve current issues
with sound proofing and heating

facing onto the new Cultural Quarter
to improve the visitor experience

that will include seven high quality studio spaces, a recording
studio, a multi media suite and a residential studio for visiting national/international artists

allowing for both practical and discussion/seminar/multimedia
work spaces

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‘The proposed new gallery spaces at the
Model Arts and Niland Gallery will be one of
the best gallery spaces in Ireland. The
circuit of galleries created by the
redevelopment will give greater scope to
artists to create a unique controlled
environment for their work and the visitor
experience.’

The future model is being designed by award winning Architects + Urban Planners
Sheridan Woods, and work will begin on the external site in July, with building works
beginning in January 2008. Although we will remain active programmers next year the
Model buliding will be closed from January to facilitate the building works, re-opening
in Spring 2009.

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The Autumn season at the Model will focus on music and film with a series of both
curated in response to the upcoming Andy Warhol; The Silver Factory 1963-1968
exhibition which runs from October — December 2007. Co-produced with the Andy
Warhol Museum in Pittsburgh and presented in collaboration with The Lewis Glucksman
Gallery, Cork and lkon Gallery, Birmingham, it will focus on the Silver Factory as a centre
of art production and will bring some of the most important works emerging from the
studio during that time to Ireland.

Coming from Dublin/Galway follow the N4 onto the Sligo ring road and through several sets
of traffic lights until you cross a bridge. Take the right turn to cross the bridge onto Markievicz
Rd, (signposted for the Town Centre) keeping the awter on your right hand side. Follow the
one-way system by taking a left onto Connaghton Road. Take the second right onto Lake
Isle Road, then left at the crossroads onto The Mall. The Model is 500 meters up The Mall
on your left hand side

There are complimentary parking facilities at rear of building. These are accessed by taking a
left from The Mall, just before the building, where indicated. We are beginning our
redeviopment work from early July which is likley to affect the parking area so please call
ahead or check our website for up to date availability on parking. There are also disc parking
spaces, opposite the building, on The Mall.

The Model is Wheelchair accessible. There is dedicated parking at the side of the building
(also reached through the driveway) from which there is ramped access to the main entrance.
